All State selection process has not gone smoothly

· First step was to ask coaches to vote for the players based on the cumulative list provided to them- but the issue is that coaches aren’t paying attention to players while they are coaching and thus making it difficult for them to vote 

· In chatting with Greg Wolf, the next best thing was to have the coaches provide a list of who will be showing up on May 22nd , so far only 4 teams have responded with a deadline of tomorrow.

· Another issue is that the player of the year for DI & DII can’t make the 22nd and they deserves to be on All-State list, so we’ll have to leave a spot open, when the evaluators make the final selection.- we’ll have to review this after the season for next year
· Another issue is that the expansion of freshman & sophomores for the All-star match conflicts with their involvement in the TRY league for 15’s- we’ll have to review after the season for next year.

· This is an issue if we are looking to give those selected to play T-shirts, and currently we have a list of approximately 180 and if we wait too long to get an accurate list the timing to order t-shirts for production will be too close for comfort.

· One option is to order t’s based on the  number of names(180)  which could leave a lot of leftover, but could be used for next year. The issue as always is sizing.

· Another solution is to go back to original idea of providing only certificates. … the certificate could be produced so that all the information is on it and even the name & signature of the Rugby Colorado president and the only blank section is the player’s name. 

· Once the game is finished, the evaluator will make the final selection for all state (20 per team) .the head evaluator Greg Wolf calls out their name, gives them the certificate, the player then takes the certificate and brings it to the President  or someone else on the exec committee (who is sitting under a tent) and he/she writes or signs in their name on the spot.
