TOUCH RUGBY YOUTH “TRY” BY LAWS

“CREATING THE EAGLES OF TOMORROW!”

MISSION:  

Build the Colorado rugby community from the bottom up!

PHILOSOPHY:

We will provide a fun and safe environment for young players which progresses from a coaching / mentoring / “looser” environment on day one to culminating in a competitive State Championship on the last day of play.
BY LAWS:

TRY is a part of CYR.

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE:  

The TRY Executive Committee will consist of three members:  President, Vice President and Secretary / Treasurer.  Monthly meetings Dec. to July.  Election of officers will be held at the AGM in the Fall.  The President will be elected in odd numbered years.  The V.P. and Secretary / Treasurer will be elected in even years.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS:  

The TRY Board of Directors will consist of the Catchment Area Directors.  A minimum of two meetings per year:  AGM, preseason coaches meeting … more as needed.

DUES:  

Each catchment area pays TRY dues to CYR which consist of a yearly flat fee of $250.00.  Teams with 3 or less sides pay $125.  New “Catchment Areas” pay $50 their first year in existence.  Visiting teams pay $25 per side per Jamboree.  Fees will be used to pay for fields, refs, supplies, trophies, etc.  Leftover funds will be used for scholarships, league promotion, brochures, banners, etc.

FINANCES:

It is mandatory that every TRY Catchment Area has it’s own separate bank account for finances.

CIPP: 

All players will CIPPED under “TRY COLORADO.”  Current fees in 2010 are $10 per player.  High school players who are already cipped are covered.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR FEE:

All players will be charged a $5 fee to support the ED position.  Currently (2010) High School players who are already cipped do not pay this fee.

SEASON:  

The season will consist of Catchment Areas playing most other Catchment Area once plus a concluding Championship Tournament.  TRY will always finish the season before the July 4th weekend.  This enables players / parents to experience rugby but still have Summer left for vacations!  Matches are generally played on Saturday mornings.

FORMS:  

Coaches will have players fill out the following forms:  Code of Conduct, Liability waiver, TRY registration form for their players. All forms are kept by the “Catchment Area” coaches for recruitment, medical and any liability issues.

COACHES:

All coaches will sign and abide by the Code of Conduct.  Coaches’ Code of Conduct will be collected and kept by the Executive Committee.

All head coaches MUST be USA certified and continue to be recertified as long as they coach in TRY.  Coaches of tackle age groups should also try to be certified.

CHANGES:  

Voting on Rules / By Laws / Policy Changes will be done by the Executive Committee (3 votes) and Board of Directors with each Catchment Area having one vote.

DISCIPLINE:  

The Executive Committee will serve as the Disciplinary Committee … we will police our own.  All decisions will be final.

SAFETY:

Safety is our number one goal.  It is mandatory that every Catchment area have a medical kit which should be present at practices and games.

DEFINITION OF AGE GROUPS:
Official age groups are as follows:

7 and Under   

9 and Under

Coed 11 and Under
 touch (2010 is one year trial)

Boys 11 and Under tackle (2010 is one year trial)

Girls 13 and Under tackle

Boys 13 and Under
 tackle

Boys 15 and Under tackle

Girls 17 and Under tackle

These age groups may be referred to as the 7’s, 9’s, Coed 11’s, 11’s Tackle, Girls 13, Boys 13, Girls 15, Boys 15.

Official age for participation is determined on May 1 of the year of play.  

Example:  If a player is 15 on May 1 and turns 16 on May 2 they are eligible to play with the 15’s that season.
