Tie breaker resolution

(Shall follow the IRB Under 20 World Championship Guidelines)

Tie breaker rules for the state playoffs (where no overtime is allowed by IRB rules).

1.    The team with the greater number of tries wins.

2.    If both teams have an equal number of tries, the team with the greater number of 

       converted tries wins.

3.    If both teams have an equal number of converted tries, the winner will be 

       determined by a penalty shoot-out as follows:


A.   The referee conducts a coin toss with the 2 captains to determine


which goal posts and a second coin toss for which team will kick first.


B.    The kicks will be goal kicks (tee or drop goals allowed) taken from the


22-meter line in front of the posts.


C.    Each team will provide 5 kickers, who were on the field at the end of the


match.


D.    The teams will alternate kickers: Team A, Team B, Team A, Team B, etc.


The team with the most successful kicks wins.  


E.    In the event of a tie after the first 10 kicks, additional kicks will be taken


alternating by each team until one team has an advantage for the same number 


of kicks.


Each of these additional kicks shall be taken by a different player who did not


participate in the first series of kicks but must be on the 22 man roster.   If no


winner is determined after each team has had 15 kickers, any previous kicker


may kick again in any rotating order.

Tie breaker rules for the state semifinals and finals 

1.   Ten minutes overtime (two 5-minute halves with a 2-minute halftime): not sudden

      death.

2.   If tied at the end of the second overtime period, the winner will be determined 

      following the criteria of #1, #2, and #3 listed above.
